In maths, we will continue to work on our skills in calculation, securing our times table 

knowledge and developing our problem solving and reasoning skills. We will also be 

looking at time, statistics, measure and geometry. We’re going to test our green 

fingers in science as we study the best conditions to grow plants in and in the second 

half term, we will be learning all about forces and magnets!  

Our RE themes are Authority and Temptation and in PE, we will be focusing on tennis as well 

as cricket and athletics. Please ensure your child has the correct kit for all PE sessions and as 

the weather begins to get warmer (we hope!) it may be useful to pack your child a hat and some 

sun cream.

Helping your child at home 

Please continue to encourage your child to bring their reading diary in every day. They are an important record 

of their reading and are often used in guided reading and English sessions.

Children need to be practicing their spellings and be learning the rules taught in class. For maths, it’s a case of 

tables, tables, tables!  Practising them in a variety of ways to encourage speed and accuracy will make maths 

lessons easier for your child!
