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Aims 

• To ensure individual safety, by immediate identification of pupils. 

• To promote the school identity within the locality.

Shirts    - Blue - collar or polo 
Blouses    - Blue 
Skirts/Pinafore/Trousers - Dark Grey 
Socks/tights   - White, grey or black   
Footwear   - Black Shoes or sandals suitable for school  
     activities (no trainers in classroom unless for PE).  
Summer Dresses  - Blue check  
Summer Shorts  - Tailored, Dark Grey 
Grey DJS Hoodie – special DJS logo hoodie (available from Skoolkit)  
 
Children are encouraged to wear a sun hat/cap during the summer 
 
Wellies / second pair of trainers can be kept in school to allow children access on the school 
field all year round.  Please label with name. 
 
PE Kit     
Trainers for outdoor PE      - Socks must be worn 
Shirts              - School issue or plain blue  
Shorts              -  Black  
Track suits             -  (optional) Black or plain blue 
Grey DJS Hoodie – special DJS logo hoodie (available from Skoolkit)  
PE Kit is worn to school on PE days. 
 
For Health and Safety reasons: 

• Watches or jewellery should not be worn for PE. Studs should be taped or removed. 

• Children are expected to wear PE kits to school or get changed in to kit at school.
