This year, the trip has been split across two days because the centre cannot accommodate the number of children in Year 3 and 4 in one day. * You will be informed which day your child is going and who they are going with nearer to the time. 

The cost for the trip will be £22.35 per child which includes the cost of the coach, and all activities and workshops on the day. Children who are entitled to the Pupil Premium Grant will have 50% of the trip paid for. There is no obligation to contribute and no pupil will be excluded if his/her parents do not contribute.  However, if contributions received do not cover the costs, the trip may have to be cancelled.

Every child will need to bring their own packed lunch and a drink. If your child is entitled to free school meals you can order a school packed lunch on the reply slip. Children must wear outdoor clothes including a coat, and footwear suitable for a variety of terrains and weather.
