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Phonics at Droxford Junior School
Year 1 and 2 phonics data is reviewed in September when the children join Droxford or when children join during the school year.
Phonics Assessment should be added to INSIGHT by the class teachers.
For any child who did not meet the standard in Years 1or2 a phonics assessment is carried out by the delegated TA. These children to complete a ‘phonics group assessment’
Any child who is causing concern in regards to their phonics acquisition (via reading conferencing) can also be assessed. There are two assessments to do, the Entry Level Assessment (to determine whether they need phonics support and the ‘Phonics Group Assessment’ to determine their groupings. There is a child friendly mat for them to hold and an adult assessment (a copy should be given to the class teacher and copied for the SENCo.)
From these assessments, children are grouped and receive intervention using the Read Write Inc! scheme.
Children accessing the Read Write Inc! scheme should have a book from their intervention as their primary book and they may also choose one from the library. Teachers and TAs should ensure they are selecting books that they can access.
Children accessing the Read Write Inc! scheme are assessed on a termly basis with further support given where necessary.
We understand the importance of the fiedelity to the Read Write Inc! scheme however, for children in year 6 who have received phonics support throughout their time with us who are still struggling with reading and spelling, Toe by Toe is used on a daily basis.
Resources such as sound mats have been created and have been given to each member of teaching staff to use with children in class or during phonics sessions.
