Sports Day 2026

| am delighted to say that our sports day will be held on Wednesday 24th June 2026 for all
to attend. Please note the arrival instructions below.

You are most welcome to come and support Sports Day that will run from 10:30am until
3:00pm on the school field. Children must arrive in school at normal time for morning
registration. Parents are asked to arrive, through the side gate, between 10:15am and
10:45am to be greeted by a member of staff and asked to sign a register. After 10:45am
the side gate will be locked and re-opened for the lunch/afternoon session between 11.30
am and 12 noon. If you arrive after this time, please go to the school office to sign the
register.

You are welcome to bring in packed lunches and have a picnic on site with the children.

A sandwich picnic box is available to pre-order* (via the Swift Kitchen app — Trip lunch) for
children, and there is the choice of ham/cheese/tuna for the normal charge of £3.20.

*Please note, pichic boxes must be pre-ordered by 09:30am on Monday 22nd June
at the latest (via the Swift Kitchen App) - no other school dinners will be offered

on this day.

FODS will provide a refreshment stall at the bottom of the school field, and a second-hand
school uniform stall. They will also provide fresh fruit, snacks and water for the children.

In the morning every child will be placed in mixed age teams and will participate in a rotation
of fun, physical activities. In the afternoon competitive races will be held to provide an
opportunity for athletes who have competed in learning base, preliminary ‘heats’ (during
PE lessons) in order to participate in the finals.

At the end of the afternoon, after the spectator chairs have been carried off the field, the
children will return to class and will then be dismissed from their learning bases (early at
3:00pm, with permission). We will be using our normal exit registers — therefore no child
can leave early without prior arrangement made through the school office. Safeguarding
your child is paramount and we need to ensure we know where all children are. Please
note that the bus will run as normal at the end of the day.
